10.  Are you aware of anything that has happened that has been particularly upsetting to (the student of 
concern)? 
 

11.  When they (student of concern) become angry, frustrated, or upset, how do they usually react? 
 

12.  Have you ever heard of them (the student of concern) talking about suicide, self-harm, hurting 
themselves, hurting others? If so, please describe. 
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13. Have you ever heard of them (student of concern) using or talking about weapons? Do you know if 
(this student) has access to guns or other weapons? 
 

14. Have you ever heard (the student of concern) talking about violent topics, violent acts, or violence in 
general? 
 

15. Do you know if they have acted violently or aggressively? (ex. hurting animals, damaging property, 
getting in fights, yelling, screaming) 
 

16. Have you heard (the student of concern) planning for some sort of violent incident? If so, please 
describe. 
 

17. Do you have concerns that another student might help (the student of concern) carry out a plan to 
hurt others? 
 

18. Who are the people who know them the best? (Include name, relationship with student, and contact 
information when possible).
